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HIGHLIGHTS

 The mortality were: 2 Bahraini Citizens [1 female (70 years old) and 1 male (65 years old)] and a 87 years old female
expatriate.

* Undersecretary of Ministry of Health (MOH) explained that COVID-19 recovery rate is at 95.61% with a 0.39% death rate;
also occupancy in isolation centres stands at 10.8%, with 764 beds occupied out of 7,080 available, while 2,375 asymptomatic
cases are under self-isolation at home.

« Undersecretary of MOH urged residents of Bahrain to continue playing their ‘great role’ in helping to fight against the spread
of COVID-19.

« Bahrain registered a steady decline in COVID-19 cases during the last five weeks, revealing the positive impacts of
precautionary public response.

« Recovered COVID-19 patients are urged to donate blood at the Blood Bank of BDF Hospital to treat those suffering from the
virus.

* Indoor dining services at restaurants and cafes will resume on 24 October, capping capacity at 30 customers per
café/restaurant.

* All students will return to public schools gradually from Sunday 25 October, including kindergarteners optionally.
