• The Mortality were: 10 Bahraini citizens [5 male (42, 62, 70, 72 and 92 years old) and 5 female (40, 59, 65, 66 and 67 years old)] and 36 years old  male 
expatriates.
• Increasing number of citizens and residents continue to take COVID-19 Vaccine in Bahrain; and Ministry of Health (MOH) revealed the total number of
individuals vaccinated as of 21 March 2021 for the first dose (417,364) and for the second dose (235,872).
• MOH urged the elderly, pregnant or breastfeeding women, and those with underlying medical conditions to register for vaccination to safeguard their
health and the community
• Latest figures revealed that over 61,000 public face mask violations were fined.
