¢ No new mortality and no community transmission recorded.

* The government proceeds with relocating expatriate workers to reduce the
density within their accommodations.

¢ Bahrain will continue to extend the closure of most public recreational
activities’ centres' and the implementation of most precautionary health
measures until May 7. It also banned most traditional Ramadan gatherings
and events.
